NOTIFICATION

F-No-13-33/2-grih/N.S./2019-.In exercise of the powers conferred by Section 59

of the Chhattisgarh Fire and Emergency Service Act, 2018 (No. 19 of 2018), the
State Government, hereby, makes the following amendment in the Chhattisgarh
Fire and Emergency Service Rules, 2021, namely:-

AMENDMENT

In the said rules,-

1.

After clause (e) of rule 2, the following clause shall be added, namely:-

“(f) “Third Party Auditor” means a person or an association of persons
accredited by the Director General or nominated officer to conduct fire safety
audits and certify compliance of a place or building.”

After rule 37, the following rule shall be added, namely:-

“37A. Power to Grant License and Fire Safety Audit by Third Party
Auditor.-(1) Power to Grant license to Third-Party Auditors to carry out

fire safety audit-

(a) The Director General may grant any person or association of persons as
he thinks fit as per the eligibility criteria mentioned in sub-rule (1) of
rule 37B, a license to act as a Third-Party Auditor for the purposes of
conducting fire safety audit.

(b) Any person or an association of persons intending to have or renew such
license shall apply to the Director General in the prescribed form and
manner. Upon receiving the application, the Director General may, after
conducting the inquiry as he deems fit, either grant or renew license for
an initial period of two-years or refuse it with reasons in writing.

(c) Where the Director General has reason to believe that a licensee has
violated any rules, failed to comply with license conditions or is unfit
due to incompetence, misconduct or any other grave reasons, the
Director General may -suspend or cancel the license after giving a
reasonable opportunity to show cause.
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(2)“Third Party Auditor” to carry out Fire Safety Audits- (a)Only a
competent person from the Chhattisgarh Fire and Emergency Services or a
Third-Party Auditor may conduct fire safety audits.

(b)No Empanelled Third-Party Auditor/Agency shall issue an audit
certificate regarding the compliance of the fire prevention and life safety
measures unless actual compliance or maintenance exists as per the
National Building Code of India, relevant Bureau of Indian Standards
(BIS) or approved Chhattisgarh State Building Bye-Laws.

(c) The owner or occupier of the premises or buildings notified under sub-
section (2) of Section 14, as the case may be, shall submit a certificate
issued by the third party auditor regarding compliance of the prescribed
measures to the Director General or the nominated officer in such format
and procedure as may be notified by the Government. Also, twice every
year in the months of January and July, a certificate issued by a third
party auditor in the prescribed format regarding the best functioning of
the fire prevention and fire safety measures in the buildings or premises
shall also be submitted to the Director General or the nominated officer.

37B. Eligibility and Application to act as a Third Party Auditor.- (1)
Eligibility criteria for Third Party Auditor— No applicant shall be eligible
to apply for grant of license to act as a Third-Party Auditor unless;

(a) Applicant possesses at least any of the following qualifications, namely, -

(i) A Degree or Advanced Diploma or Diploma in Fire Engineering
awarded by the National Fire Service College Nagpur, Ministry of
Home Affairs, Government of India;

or

(ii) Fellow of Fire Engineering of the Institution of Fire Engineer (UK) or
M.I. Fire (UK) or AM.LF.E India, Graduate examination of the
Institution of Fire Engineer (UK) or the Institution of Fire Engineer
(India);

or

(iii))A Degree or Diploma in Mechanical/Electrical/Chemical/Civil
engineering from a recognized university and have experience of at
least three years in fire audit field, as laid down in the National
Building Code of India or the code published by the National Fire
Protection Association (NFPA, USA) 2008, as amended from time to

time.
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(b) Holds a solvency certificate for an amount as may be specified by the
Director General with the approval of the State Government;

(c) Has during the period of 3 years from the date of apply for application,
conducted any such fire audits in any premises or buildings;

(d) Adequate knowledge, experience and other necessary skills related to fire
audit;

(e) Not black-listed by any Government department or any public agency.

(2) Application to act as a Third-Party Auditor- (a) Any applicant who intends
to act as a “Third Party Auditor” shall make an application in “Form-N” for
obtaining license.

(b) Such application may be made in person or be sent by registered post
acknowledgement due or through courier agency or online.
(c) Such application shall be accompanied by a fee as specified in the Table

below;

Attested passport size photographs of partners or directors or
individual proprietor and also of the officer or ofﬁcers of the agency
applying for the license;

Attested copy of GST registration certificate;
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(ix) Affidavit on appropriate stamp paper, stating that his or her firm is not
black listed by the Government or any public agency;
(x) Audited Financials with the following enclosures.-

(a) Audit Report

(b)Balance sheet

(¢) Profit & Loss account with schedules
(d)Income Tax Returns;

(xi) Such other information and documents as may be required by the
Director General or any nominated officer.
37C. License and renewal for Third-Party Auditor.-(1)License to act as
Third-Party Auditor-The application shall be scrutinized by the Director
General or any nominated officer and on being satisfied that the applicant
fulfills all the criteria for grant of license to work as Third-Party Auditor, shall
be grant the License in “Form-O” subject to the following terms and
conditions, namely;-
(a) The license shall be-
(i) Non-transferable;
(ii) Valid for 2 year from the date of issue, unless suspended or cancelled
earlier;
(iii) Renewed for further period of 2 years, if so desired, before expiry of
the license.
(b)Any change in key personnel or registered address shall be immediately
communicated to the Director General or nominated officer.
(c) Director General or any Fire Officer authorized by the Director General
may random inspect all ongoing or completed work.

(2) Renewal of License- An application for renewal of license shall also be made
in prescribed “Form-N" and shall be accompanied by a fee equal to the
Registration charges.

(3) Enforcement- In case of Non-Compliance with prescribed standard,
submission of false certificates or negligence or malpractices, the Director
General shall have the right to suspend or cancel license;

Provided that due process shall be followed, including issuance of a show
cause notice in the prescribed “Form-P”.

37D. Regulation, Certificates, Audit by the Department and Random
Verification.-(1) Regulation of fee collected by the Third-Party Auditors for
their services- The Empanelled Third-Party Auditors shall collect the fee from the
owner/occupier for their services rendered.
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(2) Certificates to be issued by a Third-Party Auditor-

(a) A certificate regarding the compliance of the fire prevention and life safety
measures in a building shall be submitted by a Third-Party Auditor in
“Form-Q” along with a detailed Fire Audit Report which shall be attached
with the same form.

(b) The owner/occupier of a building or premise shall submit a self-attested
copy of certificate issued in “Form-R” by a Third-Party Auditor in the
month of January and July of each year; that will certify regarding the proper
maintenance of fire prevention and life safety measures in a building or
premises being in good repair and efficient condition.

(3) Fire Safety Audit by the Department- Where the Owner/Occupier of the
building is not satisfied with the Fire Safety Audit done by the Third-Party
Auditors, they may, after duly paying the charges may apply along with the fee
for the Fire Safety Audit to be conducted by the Department and thereafter the
department shall authorize any qualified officer to conduct the Fire safety
Audit of the premises.

(4) Random Verification of Audit reports by the department- The Director
General shall authorize any qualified officer of the department to conduct the
random verification of at least 30% of buildings or premises audited by the
Third-Party Auditors, if any major deviations are found, suitable actions shall
be taken.”
